High court orders SP to inquire into
encounter of father-son duo in Patdi

Ahmedabad: The Gujarat
high courton Tuesday direc-
ted the Surendranagar dis-
trict superintendent of poli-
ce (SP)toconduct an inquiry
into the encounter that took
place in Patdi taluka in No-
vember 2021, based on a
complaint made by a family
member of the father and
sonwho were killed in police
firing

The bench of acting Chi
ef Justice A J Desaiand Jus
tice Biren Vaishnav asked
for the SP’s report along
‘with an inquiry report from
a judicial magistrate into
the incident and the deaths
of the father-son due — Ha
nif Jat Malek (44) and his
son Madin (14). They died
from bullets fired from the
service revolvers of person
nel from Bajana police sta
tion, who claimed that they
were forced to shoot in self

defence after Hanif opened
fire on the police party and
Madin attacked and injured
policemen withaweapon.
The high court ordered
an inquiry when it found
that while there was an FIR
filed against villagers for in-
Juriessuffered by the police-
men, no action was taken on
the complaint by Hanif’s
daughter, Suhana, who said
that the cops could have av-
oided shooting the two dead
at point-blank range by sho-
oting them in thelegs tostop
the alleged attack. Suhana
had filed a PIL last year de-

The family of a
pregnant woman in Amreli's
Temote Navapura village co-
uldn’t have imagined a more
hostile situation when she
was writhing in labour pain
onTuesday.

However, all the agony ul-
timately transformed into
‘happiness for the woman who
held her bundle of joy in her
hands, albeit by the roadside
flanked by thick vegetation.

Her delivery was suecess-
ful thanks to the Dhari 108
emergency ambulance team
that braved all hostilities and
promply decided to aid the
natural birth instead of ta-
king her to a hospital 25 km
away seemed impractical con-
sidering her condition.

The 108 team got a call at
around 4:43am with the per-
son desperately pleading for
help. Though
the ambulan-
ce promptly
started for the village, it was
impossibletoenterasthe road
was full of water and muck,
whichcould haveleft the vehi-
clestuck.
